
Tunnel Extension Installation Instructions 
 
Tools needed: 
electric drill w/ 3/16”  drill 
pop-rivet gun 
c-clamp 
5mm allen wrench 
10mm open-end wrench 
12mm open-end wrench 
Phillips screw-driver 

 
 

1. Remove the exhaust covers and all the plastic shroud/covers from the back end of 
the sled. 

a. You may need to loosen the bolts holding down the back of the seat in 
order to gain access to some trim screws.  But the seat will not need to be 
removed completely. 

2. Drill out the rivets holding on the slow flap using a 3/16”  diameter drill. 
3. The small bracket that the snow flap was mounted to will also need to be 

removed.  Drill out these mounting rivets.  This bracket will not be reused. 
4. On each side of the tunnel, just underneath the coolant hose there is a steel bracket 

that is mounted to both the tunnel and the running board.  Drill out all the rivets 
holding on this bracket.  Do not discard this bracket as you will reuse it. 

 
 

5. Now position the tunnel extension in place.  There are two holes on the top side of 
the extension that must line up with the two plastic shroud mounting holes. 

 
 



6. Note the rivets that the tunnel extension covers.  These rivets will need to be 
drilled out and reused to mount the extension. 

7. When the rivets are drilled out, position the extension in place.  From inside the 
tunnel, transfer the existing rivet hole locations to the extension. 

8. Remove the extension and drill out the transferred hole locations. 
9. Position the extension back in place.  Begin to rivet the extension in place using a 

clamp to pull surfaces tight together where needed. 
10. Place the small steel side brackets in place where they were located before.  Using 

the long rivets provided, rivet the bracket to the tunnel, so that the extension is 
“sandwiched”  between the bracket and the tunnel. 

11. The side of the steel bracket that was riveted to the running board will need to 
have new holes drilled in the running board.  Drill these new holes, and install the 
rivets. 

12. Trim the top corners of the snowflap to accommodate fitment to the extension. 
13. Using a clamp, hold the snowflap in position at the end of the extension and 

transfer the snowflap mounting hole locations. 
14. Remove the snowflap and drill the mounting holes. 
15. Rivet the snowflap in place using the large-head rivets supplied in the kit. 
16.  Using the small brackets provided in the kit, install the bumper.  The original 

bumper bolts will install from the inside of the extension, through the bracket and 
into the bumper.  Install the bolts on one side of the extension, but do not tighten 
as you will need to flex the bumper slightly in order to install the bolts on the 
opposite side. 

 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

17. The plastic trim piece that covers the coolant hoses will need to be modified.  
Trim as shown in the picture below. 

 



 
18. Install the remaining plastic trim, secure the seat, and install the exhaust covers. 
19. You’ re done!
